Motion by Noland, seconded by Peterson to adopted both Ordinances upon publication.  Motion carried 3-0.  Pierce presented a quote for a new copy machine.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Noland to approve the quote for $4,225.80 from Galaxie Business Equipment, Inc and the Maintenance agreement covering all parts, labor, and supplies (except paper) at a rate of $48.40 a month.  Pierce presented the new KORA Policy that ensures the City remains compliant with the July 1, 2025 changes.  Pierce presented the following bills for approval for payment: Hostetler Supply-$250.00, One Call-$3.99, Office Plus-$268.92, Office Plus-$5.35 and Patton Trucking-$1,1125.00.
