ORDINANCE INCORPORATING

THE UNIFORM PUBLIC OFFENSE CODE BY REFERENCE

An ordinance regulating public offenses within the corporate limits of the City of Argonia, Kansas; incorporating by reference the “Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities,” 41st edition of 2025 except for Sections 3.2 (Battery Against A Law Enforcement Officer); 3.3 (Assault Against a Law Enforcement Officer); 5.7 (Selling, Giving or Furnishing Cigarettes or Tobacco Products to a Minor); 9.1 (Unlawful Possession of Marijuana and Tetrahydrocannabinols); 9.9.2 (Unlawful Possession of Drug Paraphernalia and Simulated Controlled Substances); 9.9.3 (Unlawful Distribution of Controlled Substances); 9.9.4 (Unlawful Possession of Controlled Substances); 10.1 (Criminal Use of Weapons); 10.29 (Violation of a Public Health Order); and repealing ordinance No. 593
Be it Ordained by the Governing Body of the City of Argonia.

Section 1. INCORPORATING UNIFORM PUBLIC OFFENSE CODE.

There is hereby incorporated by reference for the purpose of regulating public offenses within the corporate city limits of Argonia, Kansas, that certain code known as the “Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities,” 41st Edition of 2025, except for Sections 3.2 (Battery Against A Law Enforcement Officer); 3.3 (Assault Against a Law Enforcement Officer); 5.7 (Selling, Giving or Furnishing Cigarettes or Tobacco Products to a Minor); 9.9.1 (Unlawful Possession of Marijuana and Tetrahydrocannabinols); 9.9.2 (Unlawful Possession of Drug Paraphernalia and Simulated Controlled Substances); 9.9.3 (Unlawful Distribution of Controlled Substances); 9.9.4 (Unlawful Possession of Controlled Substances); 10.1 (Criminal Use of weapons); 10.29 (Violation of a Public Health Order) prepared and published in book form by the League of Kansas Municipalities, Topeka, Kansas.  No fewer than two copies of said Uniform Public Offense Code shall be marked or stamped “Official Copy as Adopted by Ordinance No. 581” and to which shall be attached a copy of this ordinance, and filed with the City Clerk to be open to inspection and available to the public at all reasonable hours.

Section 2.
REPEAL Ordinance number 593 relating to Public Offense Code adoption is repealed.

Section 3.
EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its publication in the official city newspaper.
